Sljedeci sadrzaj ¢asopisa Pregled posvecéen je nau¢nim konferencijama koje su
odrzane na Univerzitetu u Sarajevu 16. i 17. oktobra 2024. godine. Prva,
internacionalna konferencija odrzana je 16. oktobra 2024. u Sali Senata Rektorata
Univerziteta u Sarajevu.

Znanstveni razgovor izmedu respektabilnih ucesnika voden je pod egidom
Konsekvence biopolitike u Bosni i Hercegovini. Iz plodonosnih izlaganja i
otvorene diskusije razabiru se iskazi o polazistima, strukturi i konsekvencama
biopolitickog diskursa i prakse na prostoru Bosne i okruzenja. Smatramo da su
ucesnici konferencije ponudili vrlo vrijedne filozofijsko-znanstvene odgovore
tako neophodne za razumijevanje cjelovitog povijesno-kulturno i
antropotehnoloSkog procesa etnopolitike, politike 1 ideologija mizernog
balkanskog hegemonizma velikodrzavnih projekata. Sasvim je vidljiv, kao
rezultat kvalitetnih analiza, uvid u epohalno svodenje ljudskog Zivota na objekt
manipuliranja u tehnoloSko-politickom 1 cini¢ko psiholoSkom sklopu
manipulacije konfiguracijama kulturnih, politi¢kih, idejnih i ekonomskih tokova
covjecanstva, koji se bitno odnose na Bosnu i njezino recentno povijesno
iskustvo.

Druga konferencija pod naslovom Buducénost univerziteta i pozicija drustvenih i
humanistickih nauka, odrzana je 17. oktobra 2024. godine. U okviru
konferencijskog pristupa problemu buduénosti univerziteta i pozicije druStvenih
1 humanistickih nauka otvara se dramaticna, sasvim aktualna interpretacijska
situacija koja svjedoCi o svijesti u¢esnika usmjerenih na analizu, valorizaciju i
znanstveno predvidanje mogucih scenarija. Za vecinu izlagac¢a na konferenciji
evidentno je da se cjelokupan tok 20. stoljeCa u evropskom kontekstu, s
naglaSenom kapital-agendom, reducira na Study STEM (Science, Engineering,
Technology and Mathematics) kao jedini model obrazovanja koji sav povijesni
sadrzaj humanistickog i drustveno-znanstvenog znanja i iskustva svodi na “social
engeneering” ili “data analysis”. Ostaje otvoreno pitanje — da li ¢e humanisticke i
druStvene znanosti biti totalno potisnute ili ¢e prosto znanost biti svedena na
korisnu racionalnost?

The following content of the Pregled Journal is dedicated to scientific conferences
held at the University of Sarajevo on 16 and 17 October 2024. The first event, an
international conference took place in the University of Sarajevo Rectorate’s
Senate Hall on 16 October 2024.

A scholarly discussion among reputable participants was conducted centred
around the subject of The Consequences of Biopolitics in Bosnia and
Herzegovina. From the fruitful presentations and open debate, statements
regarding the starting points, structure, and consequences of biopolitical discourse
and practice in the region of Bosnia and its surroundings emerge. We believe that
conference participants offered highly valuable philosophical-scientific insights
essential for understanding the comprehensive ethnicity politics’ historical-
cultural and anthropo-technological processes, as well as the politics and
ideologies of the petty Balkan hegemonism originating from projects of grandeur.
From quality analyses results, an epochal shift towards reducing human life to an
object of manipulation within a techno-political and cynical psychological
framework of manipulating the configurations of cultural, political, ideological,
and economic flows of humanity is quite evident, which make significant impact
on Bosnia and its recent historical experience.

On 17 October 2024, the second conference The Future of the University and
the Position of Social and Human Sciences was held. Within the framework of
addressing the future of university and the role of Social Sciences and Humanities,
a vivid and highly relevant interpretative situation is opened, witnessing the
participants’ awareness oriented toward analysis, valuation, and scientific
prediction of possible scenarios. For most of the conference speakers, it is evident
that the entire course of the 20th century in the European context, with a
pronounced capital aligning agenda, is reduced to the Study of STEM (Science,
Technology, Engineering, Mathematics) as the only model of education, reducing
entire historical content of humanistic and socio-scientific knowledge and
experience to “social engineering” or “data analysis.” The open question remains
— will the Humanities and Social Sciences be completely marginalized or will
science simply be reduced to useful rationality?

Prof. Dr. Tomislav Tadi¢ was the moderator of this conference.
